COMPENSATION  FOR SERVICES: 

( a)    The wedding couple or  agent for the couple, agrees to pay an initial non-refundable retainer of  50% of the total fee as a retainer which is due and payable at the time of contract signature. 

(b)    The remaining 50% will be due and payable 14 days prior to the wedding. 

(c)    Payments may be made via  (cash delivery, wire transfer, certified check, paypal  or personal check   
DATE CHANGES: 

 In the event the wedding couple is forced to change the date of the wedding every effort will be  made by The Officiant to support to the new date.  The wedding couple agrees that in the event of a date change any expenses including but not limited to deposits and fees that are non-refundable and non-transferable are the sole responsibility of the wedding couple.  
CANCELLATIONS: 

In the event of a cancellation all payments made to date are non-refundable. 
5)   ENTIRE AGREEMENT: 
 This Agreement contains the entire agreement of the parties and there are no other promises or conditions in any other agreement whether oral or written.  This Agreement supersedes any prior written or oral agreements between the parties. 

This Agreement may be modified or amended if the amendment is made in writing and is signed by both parties. 

If any provision of this Agreement shall be held to be invalid or unenforceable for any reason, the remaining provisions shall continue to be valid and enforceable. If a court finds that any provision of this Agreement is invalid or unenforceable, but that by limiting such provision it would become valid and enforceable, then such provision shall be deemed to be written, construed, and enforced as so limited. 

 11)  WAIVER OF CONTRACTUAL RIGHT:  
The failure of either party to enforce any provision of this Agreement shall not be construed as a waiver or limitation of that party's right to subsequently enforce and compel strict compliance with every provision of this Agreement.
